OVERVIEW

This course is for students with elementary proficiency with Russian language. Pre-Intermediate Russian
Language consists of three modules — Grammar & Vocabulary, Reading & Writing, and Conversation.
The modules are designed to reinforce each other. Each module may be taught by a different professor.
This syllabus is provided for course approval purposes. The contents of the course may be slightly
modified by the professors teaching each module.

FINAL GRADE
The final grade for RUS 202 Pre-Intermediate Russian is calculated by averaging the grades for each
module. The grade for each module will be weighted based on the contact hours.

MODULE: GRAMMAR & VOCABULARY

The aim of this module is to continue studying Russian grammar and vocabulary, improve and organize
the basic knowledge and develop practical skills in speaking, reading and writing, taking learners to
intermediate level. The program is organized thematically, where grammar and vocabulary topics are
given in order to help students in solving practical communicative tasks. In most classes students have
written assignments that are checked and then discussed in class.

MODULE: READING & WRITING

The main objective of this module is to advance students’ proficiency and understanding of Russian
language through reading and writing. In addition to reading and study of literary texts (Russian literature
of the end XIX - beginning of XXI century.), students learn, play and create their own texts on the
following social and topical issues:

e Policy-Russia
e Russian-Economy
o Civil Society in Russia
e Humanistic-shares in Russia
o Tourism in Russia
o Environmental issues
o Contemporary World Cinema
o World Science and invention
e Modern-protest movement in Russia and in the world
o History of Russia
o Russian Literature
o Russian culture (art, music, architecture, theater, arts and crafts)



o The current situation of the world (in 2011 proposed texts on contemporary politics,
economy and culture of Ireland, Korea, the United Kingdom, Turkmenistan, Belarus,
Kyrgyzstan, Ukraine, Iran)

o Threats to the modern world.

Objectives & Expectations:

o Reading of adapted literary texts. Lexical and grammatical exercises. Phonetic exercises. Lexical
tests for each lesson.

e The transition to reading un-adapted texts - artistic, journalistic. Lexical and grammatical
exercises. Phonetic exercises. Preskaz summarized the allocation of themes and issues a written
statement of the text. Vocabulary test every week.

e Reading non-adopted texts of Russian literature. The study of the textbook "History of Russian
culture of the XX century" as an example of the popular text, as well as to help students navigate
through the phenomena of Russian culture, they learn during the course.

o The development of listening skills. Start learning the basics of monologue speech. Syntactic
constraints Russian language. Reading, retelling (oral and written), resume, a statement, an essay
on the text.

Written work shall be once every two weeks.
e Quiz once a month.
o Final exam (written and oral at the end of the semester.

e Texts and manuals: A.Kuprin (and fairy tales), Anton Chekhov (stories), Taffy (story), folk tales,
poems, Pushkin, Lermontov, Anna Akhmatova, N.Rubtsova, Yesenin.

e Textand video versions of cartoons.

e Paragraphs from the book of Yu.S.Ryabtseva S.I.Kozlenko "History of Russian culture of the
twentieth century".

o S. Dovlatov (story and excerpts from the novel), V.Shukshin (stories), L.Ulitskaya (story).

e Songs for children. Original songs.

e Text of social, scientific and popular political themes of the books: "New time» (The New
Times), «Big City," ""snob".

e News, analysis, and educational websites: "Moscow Times», «xNEWSru.com», «Gramota.ru" etc.

MODULE: CONVERSATION

This module aims to develop and enhance students' writing and listening skills to help them in learning
spoken language. Course materials reflect the scope of everyday communication and reproduce features
of spoken language media of the Russian literary language. They are widely used expressive emotional
vocabulary (A wonderful grandfather! Wow! Imagine! What! Is, how cool!, Etc.), the elements of spoken
syntax (He's in jeans. Tablet from the head.) and lexical-syntactic structures typical of spoken language
(in cinema, as in the movie. almost fell. Barely broke his hand).

A feature of this module is that the video and audio are linked thematically as well as the lexical material
that allows the student several times, each time in a new way, to return to the trainees phenomena. Create
multiple associative links within the same theme clip for assimilation. Repeatedly returning to the same

linguistic phenomenon, but in different situations, not only facilitates the storage of the material, but also
reduces the likelihood of false memory. With this repetition set paradigmatic and syntagmatic relation of



language and speech events at all levels, helping to re-use these things in learning, and spontaneous

speech situation.

The above-mentioned aspects, communicative focus of the course, as well as the ease and the possibility

of varying modules, make the module pragmatic and practical.
